zastitu ljudskih prava i osnovnih sloboda kojim se obezbeduju izvesna prava i
slobode koji nisu uklju¢eni u Konvenciju i Prvi Protokol uz nju, koji je sacinjen 16.
septembra 1963. godine u Strazburu, Protokol broj 6 uz Konvenciju za zastitu
ljudskih prava i osnovnih sloboda o ukidanju smrtne kazne, koji je sacinjen 28. aprila
1983. godine u Strazburu, Protokol broj 7 uz Konvenciju za zastitu ljudskih prava i
osnovnih sloboda, koji je sainjen 22. novembra 1984. godine u Strazburu, Protokol
broj 12 uz Konvenciju za zastitu ljudskih prava i osnovnih sloboda, koji je sacinjen 4.
novembra 2000. godine u Rimu i Protokol broj 13 uz Konvenciju za zastitu ljudskih
prava i osnovnih sloboda o ukidanju smrtne kazne u svim okolnostima, koji je



sacinjen 3. maja 2002. godine u Viljnusu, u originalu na engleskom i francuskom
jeziku.

Tekst Konvencije sa protokolima navedenim u ¢lanu 1, u originalu na engleskom
jeziku i u prevodu na srpski jezik, glasi:

CONVENTION FOR THE PROTECTION OF HUMAN RIGHTS AND
FUNDAMENTAL FREEDOMS, AS AMENDED BY PROTOCOL NO. 11

Rome, 4. XI. 1950
The governments signatory hereto, being members of the Council of Europe,

Considering the Universal Declaration of Human Rights proclaimed by the General
Assembly of the United Nations on 10th December 1948;

Considering that this Declaration aims at securing the universal and effective
recognition and observance of the Rights therein declared;

Considering that the aim of the Council of Europe is the achievement of greater unity
between its members an that one of the methods by which that aim is to be pursued
is the maintenance and further realisation of human rights and fundamental
freedoms;

Reaffirming their profound belief in those fundamental freedoms which are the
foundation of justice and peace inthe world and are best maintained on the one hand
by an effective political democracy and on the other by a common understanding and
observance of the human rights upon which they depend;

Being resolved, as the governments of European countries which are like-minded
and have a common heritage of politicae traditions, ideals, freedom and the rule of
law, to take the first steps for the collective enforcement of certain of the rights
stated in the Universal Declaration,

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1
Obligation to respect human rights

The High Contracting Parties shall secure to everyone within their jurisdiction the
rights and freedoms defined in Section I of this Convention.

Section I



RIGHTS AND FREEDOMS

Article 2
Right to life
1. Everyone's right to life shall be protected by law. No one shall be deprived of his
life intentionally save in the execution of a sentence of a court following his

conviction of a crime for which this penalty is provided by law.

2. Deprivation of life shall not be regarded as inflicted in contravention of this article
when it results from the use of force which is no more than absolutely necessary:

a) in defence of any person from unlawful violence;

b) in order to effect a lawful arrest or to prevent the escape of a person lawfully
detained;

¢) in action lawfully taken for the purpose of quelling a riot or insurrection.

Article 3
Prohibition of torture

No one shall be subjected to torture or to inhuman or degrading treatment or
punischment.

Article 4

Prohibition of slavery and forced labour

1. No one shall be held in slavery or servitude.
2. No one shall be required to perform forced or compulsory labour.

3. For the purpose of this article the term "forced or compulsory labour" shall not
include:

a) any work required to be done in the ordinary course of detention imposed
according to the provisions of Article 5 of this Convention or during conditional
release from such detention;

b) any service of a military character or, in case of conscientious objectors in
countries where they are recognised, service exacted instead of compulsory
military service;

C) any service exacted in case of an emergency or calamity threatening the life or
well-being of the community;

d) any work or service which forms part of normal civic obligations.



Article 5
Right to liberty and security

. Everyone has the right to liberty and security of person. No one shall be deprived
of this liberty save in the following cases and in accordance with a procedure
prescribed by law:

a) the lawful detention of a person after conviction by a competent court;

b) the lawful arrest or detention of a person for non - compliance with the lawful
order of a court or in order to secure the fulfilment of any obligation prescribed
by law;

c) the lawful arrest or detention of a person effected for the purpose of bringing
him before the competent legal authority on reasonable suspicion of having
committed an offence or when it is reasonably considered necessary to prevent
his committing an offence or fleeing after having done so;

d) the detention of a minor by lawful order for the purpose of educational
supervision or his lawful detention for the purpose of bringing him before the
competent legal authority;

e) the lawful detention of persons for the prevention of the spreading of infectious
diseases, of persons of unsound mind, alcoholics or drug addicts or vagrants;

f) the lawful arrest or detention of a person to prevent his effecting an
unauthorised entry into the country or of a person against whom action is
being taken with a view to deportation or extradition.

. Everyone who is arrested shall be informed promptly, in a language which he
understands, of the reasons for his arrest and of any charge against him.

. Everyone arrested or detained in accordance with the provisions of paragraph 1.c
of this article shall be brought promptly before a judge or other officer authorised
by law to exercise judicial power and shall be entitled to trial within a reasonable
time or to release pending trial. Release may be conditioned by guarantees to
appear for trial.

. Everyone who is deprived of this liberty by arrest or detention shall be entitled to
take proceedings by which the lawfulness of this detention shall be decided
speedily by a court and his release ordered if the detention is not lawful.

. Everyone who has been the victim of arrest or detention in contravention of the
provisions of this article shall have an enforceable right o compensation.

Article 6

Right to a fair trial



1. In the determination of his civil rights and obligations or of any criminal charge
against him, everyone is entitled to a fair and public hearing within a reasonable
time by an independent and impartial tribunal establishes by law. Judgment shall
be pronounced publicly but the press and public may be excluded from all or part
of the trial in the interests of morals, public order or national security in a
democratic society, where the interests of juveniles or the protection of the
private life of the parties so require, or to the extent strictly necesary in the
opinion of the court in special circumstances where publicity would prejudice the
interests of justice.

2. Everyone charged with a criminal offence shall be presumed innocent until proved
guilty according to law.

3. Everyone charged with a criminal offence has the following minimum rights:

a) to be informed promptly, in a language which he understandes and in detail, of
the nature and cause of the accusation against him;

b) to have adequate time and facilities for the preparation of his defence;

¢) to defend himself in person or through legal assistance of his own choosing or,
if he has not sufficient means to pay for legal assistance, to be given it free
when the interests of justice so require;

d) to examine or have examined withnesses against him and to obtain the
attendance and examination of witnesses on his behalf under the same
conditions as witnesses against him;

e) to have the free assistance of an interpreter if he cannot understand or speak
the language used in court.
Article 7
No punishment without law

1. No one shall be held guilty of any criminal offence on account of any act or
omission which did not constitute a criminal offence under national or
international law at the time when it was committed. Nor shall a heavier penalty
be imposed than the one that was applicable at the time the criminal offence was
committed.

2. This article shall not prejudice the trial and punishment of any person for any act
or omission which, at the time when it was committed, vaw criminal according to
the general principles of law recognised by civilised nations.

Article 8

Right to respect for private and family life

1. Everyone has the right to respect for his private and family life, his home and his
correspondence.



2. There shall be no interference by a public authority with the exercise of this right
except such as is in accordance with the law and is necessary in a democratic
society in the interests of national security, public safety or the economic well-
being of the country, for the prevention of disorder or crime, for the protection of
health or morals, or for the protection of the rights and freedoms of others.

Article 9
Freedom of thought, conscience and religion

1. Everyone has the right ot freedom of thought, conscience and religion; this right
includes freedom to change his religion or belief and freedom, either alone or in
community with others and in public or private, to manifest his religion or belief,
in worship, teaching, practice and observance.

2. Freedom to manifest one's religion or beliefs shall be subject only to such
limitations as are prescribed by law and are necessary in a democratic society in
the interests of public safety, for the protection of public order, health or morals,
or for the protection of the rights and freedoms of others.

Article 10
Freedom of expression

1. Everyone has the right to freedom of expression. This right shall include freedom
to hold opinions and to receive and impart informatin and ideas without
interference by public authority and regardless of frontiers. This article shall not
prevent States from requiring the licensing to broadcasting, television or cinema
enterprises.

2. The exercise of these freedoms, since it carries with it duties and responsibilities,
may be subject to such formalities, conditions, restrictions or penalties as are
prescribed by law and are necessary in a democratic society, in the interests of
national security, territorial integrity or public safety, for the prevention of
disorder or crime, for the protection of health or morals, for the protection of the
reputation or rights of others, for preventing the disclosure of information
received in confidence, or for maintaining the authority and impartiality of the
judiciary.

Article 11
Freedom of assembly and association
1. Everyone has the right to freedom of peaceful assembly and to freedom of

association with others, including the right to form and to join trade unions for the
protection of his interests.



2. No restrictions shall be placed on the exercise of these rights other than such as
are prescribed by law and are necessary in a democratic society in the interests of
national security or public safety, for the prevention of disorder or crime, for the
protection of health or morals or for the protection of the rights and freedoms of
others. This article shall not prevent the imposition of lawful restrictions on the
exercise of these rights by members of the armed forces, of the police or of the
administration of the State.

Article 12
Right to marry
Men and women of marriageable age have the right to marry and to found a family,
according to the national laws governing the exercise of this right.
Article 13
Right to an effective remedy
Everyone whose rights and freedoms as set forth in this Convention are violated shall

have an effective remedy before a national authority notwithstanding that the
violetion has been committed by persons acting in an official capacity.

Article 14

Prohibition of discrimination

The enjoyment of the rights and freedoms set forth in this Convention shall be
secured without discrimination on any ground such as sex, race, colour, language,
religion, political or other opinion, national or social origin, association with a national
minority, property, birth or other status.

Article 15
Derogation in time of emergency

1. In time of war or other public emergency theatening the life of the nation any
High Contracting Party may take measures derogating from its obligations under
this Convention to the extent strictly required by the exigencies of the situation,
provided that such measures are not inconsistent with its other obligations under
international law.

2. No derogation from Article 2, except in respect of deaths resulting from lawful acts
of war, or from Articles 3, 4 (paragraph 1) and 7 shall be made under this
provision.

3. Any High Contracting Party availing itself of this right of derogation shall keep the
Secretery General of the Council of Europe fully informed of the measures which it



has taken and the reasons therefor. It shall also inform the Secretary General of
the Council of Europe when such measures have ceased to operate and the
provisions of the Convention are again being fully executed.

Article 16

Restrictions on political activity of aliens
Nothing in Articles 10, 11 and 14 shall be regarded as preventing the High
Contracting Parties from imposing restrictions on the political activity of aliens.
Article 17
Prohibition of abuse of rights
Nothing in this Convention may be interpreted as implying for any State, group or
person any right to engage in any acitivity or perform any act aimed at the
destruction of any of the rights and freedoms set forth herein or at their limitation to
a greater extent than is provided for in the Convention.
Article 18
Limitation on use of restrictions on rights
The restrictions permitted under this Convention to the said rights and freedoms

shall not be applied for any purpose other than those for which they have been
prescribed.

Section II

EUROPEAN COURT OF HUMAN RIGHTS

Article 19
Establishment of the Court
To ensure the observance of the engagements undertaken by the High Contracting
Parties in the Convention and the Protocols thereto, there shall be set up a European
Court of Human Rights, hereinafter referred to as "the Court". It shall function on a
permanent basis.

Article 20

Number of judges



The Court shall consist of a number of judges equal to that of the High Contracting
Parties.

Article 21
Criteria for office

1. The jugdes shall be of high moral character and must either possess the
qualifications required for appointment to high judicial office or be jurisconsults of
recognised competence.

2. The judges shall sit on the Court in their individual capacity.

3. During their term of office the judges shall not engage in any activity which is
incompatible with their independence, impariality or with the demands of a full-
time office; all questions arising from the application of this paragraph shall be
decided by the Court.

Artice 22
Election of judges

1. The judges shall be elected by the Parliamentary Assembly with respect to each
High Contracting Party by a majority of votes cast from a list of three candidates
nominated by the High Contracting Party.

2. The same procedure shall be followed to complete the Court in the event of the
accession of new High Contracting Parties and in filling casual vacancies.

Article 23
Terms of office

1. The judges shall be elected for a period of six years. They may be-elected.
However, the terms of office of one-half of the judges elected at the first election
shall expire at the end of three years.

2. The judges whose terms of office are to expire at the end of the initial period of
three years shall be chosen by lot by the Secretary General of the Council of
Europe immediately after their election.

3. In order to ensure that, as far as possible, the terms of office of one-half of the
judges are renewed every three years, the Parliamentary Assembly may decide,
before proceeding to any subsequent election, that the term or terms of office of
one or more judges to be elected shall be for a period other than six years but not
more than nine and not less than three years.

4. In cases where more than one term of office is involved and where the
Parliamentary Assembly applies the preceding paragraph, the allocation of the
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terms of office shall be effected by a drawing of lots by the Secretary General of
the Council of Europe immediately after the election.

5. A judge elected to replace a judge whose term of office has not expired shall hold
office for the remainder of his predecessor's term.

6. The terms of office of judges shall expire when they reach the age of 70.
7. The judges shall hold office until replaced. They shall, however, continue to deal
with such cases as the'y already have under consideration.

Article 24

Dismissal
No judge may be dismissed form his office unless the other judges decide by a
majority of two-thirds that he has ceased to fulfil the required conditions.

Article 25

Registry and legal secretaries

The Court shall have a registry, the functions and organisation of which shall be laid
down in the rules of the Court. The Court shall be assisted by legal secretaries.

Article 26

Plenary Court

The plenary Court shall

a) elect its President and one or two Vice-Presidents for a period of three years;
they may be re-elected;

b) set up Chambers, constituted for a fixed period of time;
c) elect the Presidents of the Chambers of the Court; they may be re-elected;
d) adopt the rules of the Court, and

e) elect the Registrar and one or more Deputy Registrars.

Article 27
Committees, Chambers and Grand Chamber
1. To consider cases brought before it, the Court shall sit in committees of three

judges, in Chambers of seven judges and in a Grand Chamber of seventeen
judges. The Court's Chambers shall set up committees for a fixed period of time.
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2. There shall sit as an ex officio member of the Chamber and the Grand Chamber
the judge elected in respect of the State Party concerned or, if there is none or if
he is unable to sit, a person of its choice who shall sit in the capacity of judge.

3. The Grand Chamber shall also include the President of the Court, the Vice-
Presidents, the Presidents of the Chambers and other judges chosen in
accordance with the rules of the Court. When a case is referred to the Grand
Chamber under Article 43, no judge from the Chamber which rendered the

judgment shall sit in the Grand Chamber, with the exception of the President of
the Chamber and the judge who sat in respect of the State Party concerned.

Article 28
Declarations of inadmissibility by committees
A committee may, by a unanimous vote, declare inadmissible or strike out of its list
of cases an application submitted under Article 34 where such a decision can be
taken without further examination. The decision shall be final.
Article 29
Decisions by Chambers on admissibility and merits

1. If no decision is taken under Article 28, a Chamber shall decide on the
admissibility and merits of individual applications submitted under Article 34.

2. A Chamber shall decide on the admissibility and merits of inter-State applications
submitted under Article 33.

3. The decision on admissibility shall be taken separately unless the Court, in
exceptional cases, decides otherwise.
Article 30
Relinquishment of jurisdiction to the Grand Chamber
Where a case pending before a Chamber raises a serious question affecting the
interpretation of the Convention or the protocols thereto, or where the resolution of a
question before the Chamber might have a result inconsistent with a judgment
previously delivered by the Court, the Chamber may, at any time before it has
rendered its judgment, relinquish jurisdiction in favour of the Grand Chamber, unless
one of the parties to the case objects.

Article 31

Powers of the Grand Chamber

The Grand Chamber shall

12



1. a) determine applications submitted either under Article 33 or Article 34 when a
Chamber has relinquished jurisdiction under Article 30 or when the case has been
referred to it under Article 43; and

b) consider requests for advisory opinions submitted under Article 47.

Article 32
Jurisdiction of the Court
1. The jurisdiction of the Court shall extend to all matters concerning the
interpretation and application of the Convention and the protocols thereto which
are referred to it as provided in Articles 33, 34 and 47.
2. In the event of dispute as to whether the Court has jurisdiction, the Court shall
decide.
Article 33
Inter-State cases
Any High Contracting Party may refer to the Court any alleged breach of the
provisions of the Convention and the protocols thereto by another High Contracting
Party.
Article 34
Individual applications
The Court may receive applications from any person, non-governmental organisation
or group of individuals claiming to be the victim of a violation by one of the High
Contracting Parties of the rights set forth in the Convention or the protocols thereto.
The High Contracting Parties undertake not to hinder in any way the effective
exercise of this right.
Article 35
Admissibility criteria
1. The Court may only deal with the matter after all domestic remedies have been
exhausted, according to the generally recognised rules of international law, and
within a period of six months from the date on which the final decision was taken.

2. The Court shall not deal with any application submitted under Article 34 that

a) is anonymous; or

b) is substantially the same as a matter that has already been examined by the
Court or has already been submitted to another procedure of international
investigation or settlement and contains no relevent new information.

. The Court shall declare inadmissible any individual application submitted under
Article 34 which it considers incompatible with the provisions of the Convention or
the protocols thereto, manifestly ill-founded, or an abuse of the right of
application.

. The Court shall reject any application which it considers inadmissible under this
Article. It may do so at any stage of the proceedings.

Article 36
Third party intervention

. In all cases before a Chamber of the Grand Chamber, a High Contracting Party
one of whose nationals is an applicant shall have the right to submit written
comments and to take part in hearings.

. The President of the Court may, in the interest of the proper administration of

justice, invite any High Contracting Party which is not a party to the proceedings

or any person concerned who is not the applicant to submit written comments or
take part in hearings.
Article 37

Striking out applications

. The Court may at any stage of the proceedings decide to strike an application out
of its list of cases where the circumstances lead to the conclusion that

a) the applicant does not intend to pursue his application; or
b) the matter has been resolved; or

c) for any other reason established by the Court, it is no longer justified to
continue the examination of the application.

However, the Court shall continue the examination of the application if respect for
human rights as defined in the Convention and the protocols thereto so requires.

2. The Court may decide to restore an application to its list of cases if it considers

that the circumstances justify such a course.

Article 38

Examination of the case and friendly settlement proceedings

1. If the Court declares the application admissible, it shall

a) pursue the examination of the case, together with the representatives of the
parties, and if need be, undertake an investigation, for the effective conduct of
which the States concerned shall furnish all necessary facilities;

b) place itself at the disposal of the parties concerned with a view to securing a
friendly settlement of the matter on the basis of respect for human rights as
defined in the Convention and the protocols thereto.

2. Proceedings conducted under paragraph 1.b shall be confidential.

Article 39
Finding of a friendly settlement
If a friendly settlement is effected, the Court shall strike the case out of its list by
means of a decision which shall be confined to a brief statement of the facts and of
the solution reached.
Article 40

Public hearings and access to documents

1. Hearings shall be in public unless the Court in exceptional circumstances decides
otherwise.

2. Documents deposited with the Registrar shall be accessible to the public unless
the President of the Court decides otherwise.
Article 41
Just satisfaction

If the Court finds that there has been a violation of the Convention or the protocols
thereto, and if the internal law of the High Contracting Party concerned allows only
partial reparation to be made, the Court shall, if necessary, afford just satisfaction to
the injured party.

Article 42

Judgments of Chambers

Judgments of Chambers shall become final in accordance with the provisions of
Article 44, paragraph 2.

Article 43

Referral to the Grand Chamber

. Within a period of three months from the date of the judgment of the Chamber,
any party to the case may, in exceptional cases, request that the case be referred
to the Grand Chamber.
. A panel of five judges of the Grand Chamber shall accept the request if the case
raises a serious question affecting the interpretation or application of the
Convention or the protocols thereto, or a serious issue of general importance.
. If the panel accepts the request, the Grand Chamber shall decide the case by
means of a judgment.
Article 44

Final judgments

. The judgment of the Grand Chamber shall be final.

. The judgment of a Chamber shall become final

a) when the parties declare that they will not request that the case be referred to
the Grand Chamber; or

b) three months after the date of the judgment, if reference of the case to the
Grand Chamber has not been requested; or

c) when the panel of the Grand Chamber rejects the request to refer under Article
43.

. The final judgment shall be published.

Article 45
Reasons for judgments and decisions

. Reasons shall be given for judgments as well as for decisions declaring
applications admissible or inadmissible.

. If a judgment does not represent, in whole or in part, the unanimous opinion of
the judges, any judge shall be entitled to deliver a separate opinion.
Article 46
Binding force and execution of judgments

. The High Contracting Parties undertake to abide by the final judgment of the
Court in any case to which they are parties.

. The final judgment of the Court shall be transmitted to the Committee of
Ministers, which shall supervise its execution.
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Article 47
Advisory opinions
1. The Court may, at the request of the Committee of Ministers, give advisory
opinions on legal questions concerning the interpretation of the Convention and

the protocols thereto.

2. Such opinions shall not deal with any question relating to the content or scope of
the rights or freedoms defined in Secion I of the Convention and the protocols

thereto, or with any other question which the Court or the Committee of Ministers

might have to consider in consequence of any such proceedings as could be
instituted in accordance with the Convention.

3. Decisions of the Committee of Ministers to request an advisory opinion of the
Court shall require a majority vote of the representatives entitled to sit on the
Committee.

Article 48
Advisory jurisdiction of the Court
The Court shall decide whether a request for an advisory opinion submitted by the
Committee of Ministers is within its competence as defined in Article 47.
Article 49
Reasons for advisory opinions

1. Reasons shall be given for advisory opinions of the Court.

2. If the advisory opinion does not represent, in whole or in part, the unanimous
opinion of the judges, any judge shall be entitled to deliver a separate opinion.

3. Advisory opinions of the Court shall be communicated to the Committee of
Ministers.

Article 50
Expenditure on the Court

The expenditure on the Court shall be borne by the Council of Europe.

Article 51

Privileges and immunities of judges

The judges shall be entitled, during the exercise of their functions, to the privileges
and immunities provided for in Article 40 of the Statute of the Council of Europe and
in the agreements made thereunder.

Section III

MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

Article 52
Inquiries by the Secretary General

On receipt of a request from the Secretary General of the Council of Europe any High
Contracting Party shall furnish an explanation of the manner in which its internal law
ensures the effective implementation of any of the provisions of the Convention.

Article 53

Safeguard for existing human rights

Nothing in this Convention shall be construed as limiting or derogating from any of
the human rights and fundamental freedoms which may be ensured under the laws
of any High Contracting Party or under any other agreement to which it is a Party.

Article 54

Powers of the Committee of Ministers

Nothing in this Convention shall prejudice the powers conferred on the Committee of
Ministers by the Statute of the Council of Europe.

Article 55

Exclusion of other means of dispute settlement

The High Contracting Parties agree that, except by special agreement, they will not
avail themselves of treaties, conventions or declarations in force between them for
the purpose of submitting, by way of petition, a dispute arising out of the
interpretation or application of this Convention to a means of settlement other than
those provided for in this Convention.

Article 56

Territorial application
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. Any State may at the time of its ratification or at any time thereafter declare by
notification addressed to the Secretary General of the Council of Europe that
present Convention shall, subject to paragraph 4 of this Article, extend to all or
any of the territories for whose international relations it is responsible.

. The Convention shall extend to the territory or territories named in the notification
as from the thirtieth day after the receipt of this notification by the Secretary
General of the Council of Europe.

Reservations of a general character shall not be
permitted under this article.

. Any reservation made under this article shall contain a brief statement of the law
concerned.

Article 58
Denunciation

. A High Contracting Party may denounce the present Convention only after the
expiry of five years from the date on which it became a party to it and after six
months' notice contained in a notification addressed to the Secretary General of
the Council of Europe, who shall inform the other High Contracting Parties.

. The Convention may be denounced in accordance with the provisions of the

preceding paragraphs in respect of any territory to which it has been declared to
extend under the terms of Article 56.
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Article 59
Signature and ratification

1. This Convention shall be open to the signature of the members of the Council of
Europe. It shall be ratified. Ratifications shall be deposited with the Secretary
General of the Council of Europe.

2. The present Convention shall come into force after the deposit of ten instruments
of ratification.

3. As regards any signatory ratifying subsequently, the Convention shall come into
force at the date of the deposit of its instrument of ratification.

PROTOCOL TO THE CONVENTION FOR THE PROTECTION OF HUMAN
RIGHTS AND FUNDAMENTAL FREEDOMS, AS AMENDED BY PROTOKOL
No. 11

Paris, 20. III1. 1952
The governments signatory hereto, being members of the Council of Europe,
Being resolved to take steps to ensure the collective enforcement of certain rights
and freedoms other than those already included in Section I of the Convention for
the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms signed at Rome on 4
November 1950 (hereinafter referred to as "the Convention"),

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1
Protection of property
Every natural or legal person is entitled to the peaceful enjoyment of his
prossessions. No one shall be deprived of his prossessions except in the public

interest and subject to the conditions provided for by law and by the general
principles of international law.
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The preceding provisions shall not, however, in any way impair the right of a State to
enforce such laws as it deems necessary to control the use of property in accordance
with the general interest or to secure the payment of taxes or other contributions or

penalties.

Article 2
Right to education

No person shall be benied the right to education. In the exercise of any functions
which it assumes in relation to education and to teaching, the State shall respect the
right of parents to ensure such education and teaching in conformity with their own
religious and philosophical convictions.

Article 3

Right to free elections

The High Contracting Parties undertake to hold free elections at reasonable intervals
by secret ballot, under conditions which will ensure the free expression of the opinion
of the people in the choice of the legislature.

Article 4

Territorial application

Strasbourg, 16. IX. 1963
The governments signatory hereto, being members of the Council of Europe,
Being resolved to take steps to ensure the collective enforcement of certain rights
and freedoms other than those already included in Section 1 of the Convention for
the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms signed at Rome on 4th
November 1950 (hereinafter referred to as the "Convention") and in Articles 1 to 3 of
the First Protocol to the Convention, signed at Paris on 20th March 1952,

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1
Prohibition of imprisonmnet for debt

No one shall be deprived of his liberty merely on the ground of inability to fulfil a
contractual obligation.

Article 2

Freedom of movement
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. Everyone lawfully within the territory of a State shall, within that territory, have

the right to liberty of movement and freedom to choose his residence.

. Everyone shall be free to leave any country, including his own.

. No restrictions shall be placed on the exercise of these rights other than such as

are in accordance with law and are necessary in a democratic society in the
interests of national security or public safety, for the maintenance of ordre pubilic,
for the prevention of crime, for the protection of health or morals, or for the
protection of the rights and freedoms of others.

. The rights set forth in paragraph 1 may also be subject, in particular areas, to

restrictions imposed in accordance with law and justified by the public interest in
a democratic society.

Article 3

Prohibition of expulsion of nationals

. No one shall be expelled, by means either of an individual or of a collective

measure, from the territory of the State of which he is a national.

. No one shall be deprived of the right to enter the territory of the state of which he

is a national.

Article 4

Prohibition of collective expulsion of aliens

Collective expulsion of aliens is prohibited.

or any of Articles 1 to 4 of this Protocol.

Article 6
Relationship to the Convention

As between the High Contracting Parties the provisions of Articles 1 to 5 of this
Protocol shall be regarded as additional Articles to the Convention, and all the
provisions of the Convention shall apply accordingly.

No. 11
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Strasbourg, 28. IV. 1983
The member States of the Council of Europe, signatory to this Protocol to the
Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms, signed
at Rome on 4 November 1950 (herinafter referred to as "the Convention"),
Considering that the evolution that has occurred in several member States of the
Council of Europe expresses a general tendency in favour of abolition of the death
penalty;
Have agreed as follows:
Article 1
Abolition of the death penalty
The death penalty shall be abolished. No-one shall be condemned to such penalty or
executed.
Article 2
Death penalty in time of war
A State may marke provision in its law for the death penalty in respect of acts
committed in time of war or of imminent threat of war; such penalty shall be applied
only in the instances laid down in the law and in accordance with its provisions. The
State shall communicate to the Secretary General of the Council of Europe the
relevant provisions of that law.
Article 3
Prohibition of derogations
No derogation from the provisions of this Protocol shall be made under Article 15 of
the Convention.
Article 4
Prohibition of reservations
No reservation may be made under Article 57 of the Convention in respect of the
provisions of this Protocol.

PROTOCOL NO. 7 TO THE CONVENTION FOR THE PROTECTION OF

Strasbourg, 22. XI. 1984
The member States of the Council of Europe signatory hereto,
Being resolved to take further steps to ensure the collective enforcement of certain
rights and freedoms by means of the Convention for the Protection of Human Rights
and Fundamental Freedoms signed at Rome on 4 November 1950 (hereinafter
referred to as "the Convention"),

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1
Procedural safeguards relating to expulsion of aliens

1. An alien lawfully resident in the territory of a State shall not be expelled therefrom

except in pursuance of a decision reached in accordance with law and shall be
allowed:

a) to submit reasons against his expulsion,

b) to have his case reviewed, and
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c) to be represented for these purposes before the competent authority or a
person or persons designated by that authority.

2. An alien may be expelled before the exercise of his rights under paragraph 1.a, b
and c of this Article when such expulsion is necessary in the interests of public
order or is grounded on reasons of national security.

Article 2
Right of appeal in criminal matters

1. Everyone convicted of a criminal offence by a tribunal shall have the right to have
his conviction or sentence reviewed by a higher tribunal. The exercise of this
right, including the grounds on which it may be exercised, shall be governed by
law.

2. This right may be subject to exceptions in regard to offences of a minor character,
as prescribed by law, or in cases in which the person concerned was tried in the
first instance by the highest tribunal or was convicted following an appeal against
acquittal.

Article 3
Compensation for wrongful conviction

When a person has by a final decision been convicted of a criminal offence and when
subsequently his conviction has been reversed, or he has been pardoned, on the
ground that a new or newly discovered fact shows conclusively that there has been a
miscarriage of justice, the person who has suffered punishment as a result of such
conviction shall be compensated according to the law or the practice of the State
concerned, unless it is proved that the non-disclosure of the unknown fact in time is
wholly or partly attributable to him.

Article 4
Right not to be tried or punished twice

1. No one shall be liable to be tried or punished again in criminal proceedings under
the jurisdiction of the same State for an offence for which he has already been
finally acquitted or convicted in accordance with the law and penal procedure of
that State.

2. The provisions of the preceding paragraph shall not prevent the reopening of the
case in accordance with the law and penal procedure of the State concerned, if
there is evidence of new or newly discovered facts, or if there has been a
fundamental defect in the previous proceedings, which could affect the outcome
of the case.

3. No derogation from this Article shall be made under Article 15 of the Convention.
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Article 5
Equality between spouses

Spouses shall enjoy equality of rights and responsibilities of a private law character
between them, and in their relations with their children, as to marriage, during

marriage and in the event of its dissolution. This Article shall not prevent States from
taking such measures as are necessary in the interests of the children.

Article 6
Territorial application

. Any State may at the time of signature or when depositing its instrument of
ratification, acceptance or approval, specify the territory or terito-ries to which the
Protocol shall apply and state the extent to which it undertakes that the
provisions of this Protocol shall apply to such territory or territories.

Any State which has made a declaration in accordance with paragraph 1 or 2 of
this Article may at any time thereafter declare on behalf of one or more of the
territories to which the declaration relates that it accepts the competence of the
Court to receive applications from individuals, nongovernmental organisations or
groups of individuals as provided in Article 34 of the Convention in respect of
Articles 1 to 5 of this Protocol.

Having regard to the fundamental principle according to which all persons are equal
before the law and are entitled to the equal protection of the law;

Being resolved to take further steps to promote the equality of all persons through
the collective enforcement of a general prohibition of discrimination by means of the
Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and fundamental Freedoms signed at
Rome on 4 November 1950 (hereinafter referred to as "the Convention");

Reaffirming that the principle of non-discrimination does not prevent States Parties
from taking measures in order to promote full and effective equality, provided that
there is an objective and reasonable justification for those measures,

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1
General prohibition of discrimination
1. The enjoyment of any right set forth by law shall be secured without
discrimination on any ground such as sex, race, colour, language, religion,
political or other opinion, national or social origin, association with a national
minority, property, birth or other status.
2. No one shall be discriminated against by any public authority on any ground such
as those mentioned in paragraph 1.
Article 2
Territorial application

As between the States Parties, the provisions of Articles 1 and 2 of this Protocol shall
be regarded as additional articles to the Convention, and all the provisions of the
Convention shall apply accordingly.

This Protocol shall be open for signature by member States of the Council of Europe
which have signed the Convention. It is subject to ratification, acceptance or
approval. A member State of the Council of Europe may not ratify, accept or approve
this Protocol without previously or simultaneously ratifying the Convention.
Instruments of ratification, acceptance or approval shall be deposited with the
Secretary General of the Council of Europe.

expiration of a period of three months after the date on which ten member States

of the Council of Europe have expressed their consent to be bound by the Protocol
in accordance with the provisions of Article 4.
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2. In respect of any member State which subsequently expresses its consent to be
bound by it, the Protocol shall enter into force on the first day of the month
following the expiration of a period of three months after the date of the deposit
of the instrument of ratification, acceptance or approval.

Article 6

Depositary functions

The Secretary General of the Council of Europe shall notify all the member States of
the Council of Europe of:

a) any signature;

b) the deposit of any instrument of ratification, acceptance or approval;

¢) any date of entry into force of this Protocol in accordance with Articles 2 and 5;
d) any other act, notification or communication relating to this Protocol.

In witness whereof the undersigned, being duly authorised thereto, have signed this
Protocol.

Done at Rome, this 4th day of November 2000, in English and in French, both texts
being equally authentic, in a single copy which shall be deposited in the archives of
the Council of Europe. The Secretary General of the Council of Europe shall transmit
certified copies to each member State of the Council of Europe.

PROTOCOL No. 13 TO THE CONVENTION FOR THE PROTECTION OF
HUMAN RIGHTS AND FUNDAMENTAL FREEDOMS, CONCERNING THE
ABOLITION OF THE DEATH PENALTY IN ALL CIRCUMSTANCES

Vilnius, 3. V. 2002
The member States of the Council of Europe signatory hereto,

Convinced that everyone's right to life is a basic value in a democratic society and
that the abolition of the death penalty is essential for the protection of this right and
for the full recognition of the inherent dignity of all human beings;

Wishing to strengthen the protection of the right to life guaranteed by the
Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms signed at
Rome on 4 Novembar 1950 (hereinafter referred to as "the Convention");

Noting that Protocol No. 6 to the Convention, concerning the Abolition of the Death
Penalty, signed at Strasbourg on 28 April 1983, does not exclude the death penalty
in respect of acts committed in time of war or of imminent threat of war;

Being resolved to take the final step in order to abolish the death penalty in all
circumstances,
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Have agreed as follows:
Article 1
Abolition of the death penalty

The death penalty shall be abolished. No one shall be condemned to such penalty or

executed.

Article 2
Prohibition of derogations

No derogation from the provisions of this Protocol shall be made under Article 15 of

the Convention.

Article 3
Prohibition of reservations

No reservation may be made under Article 57 of the Convention in respect of the

provisions of this Protocol.

Article 4
Territorial application

1. Any State may, at the time of signature or when depositing its instrument of
ratification, acceptance or approval, specify the territory or territories to which
this Protocol shall apply.

2. Any State may at any later date, by a declaration addressed to the Secretary
General of the Council of Europe, extend the application of this Protocol to any
other territory specified in the declaration. In respect of such territory the Protocol
shall enter into force on the first day of the month following the expiration of a
period of three months after the date of receipt of such declaration by the
Secretary General.

3. Any declaration made under the two preceding paragraphs may, in respect of any
territory specified in such declaration, be withdrawn or modified by a notification
addressed to the Secretary General. The withdrawal or modification shall become
effective on the first day of the month following the expiration of a period of three
months after the date of receipt of such notification by the Secretary General.

Article 5

Relationship to the Convention
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As between the States Parties the provisions of Articles 1 to 4 of this Protocol shall
be regarded as additional articles to the Convention, and all the provisions of the
Convention shall apply accordingly.
Article 6
Signature and ratification

This Protocol shall be open for signature by member States of the Council of Europe

which have signed the Convention. It is subject to ratification, acceptance or

approval. A member State of the Council of Europe may not ratify, accept or approve
this Protocol without previously or simultaneously ratifying the Convention.

Instruments of ratification, acceptance or approval shall be deposited with the

Secretary General of the Council of Europe.

Article 7
Entry into force

1. This Protocol shall enter into force on the first day of the month following the
expiration of a period of three months after the date on which ten member States
of the Council of Europe have expressed heir consent to be bound by the Protocol
in accordance with the provisions of Article 6.

2. In respect of any member State which subsequently expresses its consent to be
bound by it, the Protocol shall enter into force on the first day of the month
following the expiration of a period of hree months after the date of the deposit of
the instrument of ratification, acceptance or approval.

Article 8

Depositary functions

The Secretary General of the Council of Europe shall notify all the member States of
the Council of Europe of:

a) any signature;

b) the deposit of any instrument of ratification, acceptance or approval;

c) any date of entry into force of this Protocol in accordance with Articles 4 and 7;
d) any other act, notification or communication relating to this Protocol.

In witness whereof the undersigned, being duly authorised thereto, have signed his
Protocol.

EVROPSKA KONVENCIJA ZA ZASTITU LJUDSKIH PRAVA I OSNOVNIH
SLOBODA IZMENJENA U SKLADU S PROTOKOLOM BR. 11

Rim 4. novembra 1950. godine
Vlade potpisnice ove Konvencije, kao ¢lanice Saveta Evrope,

Imajuci u vidu Univerzalnu deklaraciju o ljudskim pravima koju je Generalna
skupstina Ujedinjenih nacija proglasila 10. decembra 1948;

Imajuci u vidu da ova Deklaracija ima za cilj da osigura opste i stvarno priznanje i
postovanje prava proklamovanih u njoj;

Imajudi u vidu da je cilj Saveta Evrope postizanje veceg jedinstva izmedu njegovih
¢lanica i da je oCuvanje i razvijanje osnovnih ljudskih prava i sloboda jedan od nacina
na koji tom cilju treba stremiti;

Potvrdujudi iznova svoju duboku veru u one osnovne slobode koje su temelj pravde i
mira u svetu i koje se najbolje odrzavaju stvarnom politickom demokratijom, s jedne
strane, i zajednickim shvatanjem i postovanjem ljudskih prava od kojih one zavise, s
druge strane;

ReSene da, kao vlade evropskih zemalja koje su sli¢nih pogleda i imaju zajednicko
naslede politickih tradicija, ideale, slobode i vladavine prava, preduzmu prve korake
za skupno ostvarivanje izvesnih prava navedenih u Univerzalnoj deklaraciji,

Sporazumele su se o slede¢em:

Clan 1.
Obaveza postovanja ljudskih prava

Visoke strane ugovornice jemce svakome u svojoj nadleznosti prava i slobode
odredene u Delu I ove Konvencije.

Deo I

PRAVA I SLOBODE

Clan 2.

Pravo na zivot
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1. Pravo na zivot svake osobe zasti¢eno je zakonom. Niko ne moze biti namerno
liSen Zivota, sem prilikom izvrSenja presude suda kojom je osuden za zlocin za
koji je ova kazna predvidena zakonom.

2. LiSenje Zivota se ne smatra protivnim ovom ¢lanu ako proistekne iz upotrebe sile
koja je apsolutno nuzna:

a) radi odbrane nekog lica od nezakonitog nasilja;

b) da bi se izvrsilo zakonito hapsenje ili sprecilo bekstvo lica zakonito liSenog
slobode;

¢) prilikom zakonitih mera koje se preduzimaju u cilju suzbijanja nereda ili
pobune.
Clan 3.
Zabrana mucenja

Niko ne sme biti podvrgnut mucenju, ili neCovecnom ili ponizavaju¢em postupanju ili
kaznjavanju.

Clan 4.

Zabrana ropstva i prinudnog rada

1. Niko se ne sme drzati u ropstvu ili ropskom polozaju.
2. Ni od koga se ne moze zahtevati da obavlja prinudni ili obavezni rad.
3. Za svrhe ovog €lana izraz "prinudni ili obavezni rad" ne obuhvata:

a) rad uobicajen u sklopu liSenja slobode odredenog u skladu sa odredbom clana
5. ove Konvencije ili tokom uslovnog otpusta;

b) sluzbu vojne prirode ili, u zemljama u kojima se priznaje prigovor savesti,
sluzbu koja se zahteva umesto odsluzenja vojne obaveze;

c) rad koji se iziskuje u slucaju kakve krize ili nesrece koja preti opstanku ili
dobrobiti zajednice;

d) rad ili sluzbu koji ¢ine sastavni deo uobicajenih gradanskih duznosti.

Clan 5.
Pravo na slobodu i bezbednost

1. Svako ima pravo na slobodu i bezbednost licnosti. Niko ne moze biti liSen slobode
osim u slede¢im slucajevima i u skladu sa zakonom propisanim postupkom:
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a) u slucaju zakonitog liSenje slobode na osnovu presude nadleznog suda;

b) u slucaju zakonitog hapsenja ili liSenja slobode zbog neizvrsenja zakonite
sudske odluke ili radi obezbedenja ispunjenja neke obaveze propisane
zakonom;

c) u slucaju zakonitog hapsenja ili liSenja slobode radi privodenja lica pred
nadleznu sudsku vlast zbog opravdane sumnje da je izvrsilo krivicno delo, ili
kada se to opravdano smatra potrebnim kako bi se predupredilo izvrsenje
krivicnog dela ili bekstvo po njegovom izvrsenju;

d) u slucaju liSenja slobode maloletnog lica na osnovu zakonite odluke u svrhu
vaspitnog nadzora ili zakonitog liSenja slobode radi njegovog privodenja
nadleznom organu;

e) u slucaju zakonitog liSenja slobode da bi se sprecilo Sirenje zaraznih bolesti,
kao i zakonitog liSenja slobode dusevno poremecenih lica, alkoholicara ili
uzivalaca droge ili skitnica;

f) u slucaju zakonitog hapsenija ili liSenja slobode lica da bi se sprecio njegov
neovlasceni ulazak u zemlju, ili lica protiv koga se preduzimaju mere u cilju
deportacije ili ekstradicije.

. Svako ko je uhapsen bi¢e odmah i na jeziku koji razume obavesten o razlozima za
njegovo hapsenje i o svakoj optuzbi protiv njega.

. Svako ko je uhapsen ili lisen slobode shodno odredbama iz stava 1.c ovog ¢lana
bi¢e bez odlaganja izveden pred sudiju ili drugo sluzbeno lice zakonom odredeno
da obavlja sudske funkcije i imace pravo da mu se sudi u razumnom roku ili da
bude pusten na slobodu do sudenja. Pustanje na slobodu moze se usloviti
jemstvima da ¢e se lice pojaviti na sudenju.

. Svako ko je liSen slobode ima pravo da pokrene postupak u kome ¢e sud hitno
ispitati zakonitost liSenja slobode i naloziti pustanje na slobodu ako je liSenje
slobode nezakonito.

. Svako ko je bio uhapsen ili lisen slobode u suprotnosti s odredbama ovog c¢lana
ima utuzivo pravo na naknadu.

Clan 6.
Pravo na pravi¢no sudenje

. Svako, tokom odlucivanja o njegovim gradanskim pravima i obavezama ili o
krivicnoj optuzbi protiv njega, ima pravo na pravicnu i javnu raspravu u
razumnom roku pred nezavisnim i nepristrasnim sudom, obrazovanim na osnovu
zakona. Presuda se izriCe javno, ali se stampa i javnost mogu iskljuciti s celog ili s
dela sudenja u interesu morala, javhog reda ili nacionalne bezbednosti u
demokratskom drustvu, kada to zahtevaju interesi maloletnika ili zasStita privatnog
Zivota stranaka, ili u meri koja je, po misljenju suda, nuzno potrebna u posebnim
okolnostima kada bi javnost mogla da naskodi interesima pravde.
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2. Svako ko je optuzen za krivicno delo smatrace se nevinim sve dok se ne dokaze
njegova krivica na osnovu zakona.

3. Svako ko je optuzen za kriviéno delo ima slede¢a minimalna prava:

a) da u najkra¢em mogucem roku, podrobno i na jeziku koji razume, bude
obavesten o prirodi i razlozima za optuzbu protiv njega;

b) da ima dovoljno vremena i moguénosti za pripremanje odbrane;
c) da se brani li¢cno ili putem branioca koga sam izabere ili, ako nema dovoljno

sredstava da plati za pravnu pomo¢, da ovu pomoc dobije besplatno kada
interesi pravde to zahtevaju;

d) da ispituje svedoke protiv sebe ili da postigne da se oni ispitaju i da se
obezbedi prisustvo i saslusanje svedoka u njegovu korist pod istim uslovima
koji vaze za one koji svedoce protiv njega;

e) da dobije besplatnu pomoc¢ prevodioca ako ne razume ili ne govori jezik koji se
upotrebljava na sudu.
Clan 7.
Kaznjavanje samo na osnovu zakona

1. Niko se ne moze smatrati krivim za krivi¢no delo izvrSseno c¢injenjem ili
necinjenjem koje, u vreme kada je izvrSeno, nije predstavljalo krivi¢no delo po
unutrasnjem ili medunarodnom pravu. Isto tako, ne moze se izreci stroza kazna
od one koja je bila propisana u vreme kada je krivi¢no delo izvrSeno.

2. Ovaj ¢lan ne utic¢e na sudenje i kaznjavanje nekog lica za Cinjenje ili necinjenje
koje se u vreme izvrSenja smatralo krivicnim delom prema opstim pravnim
nacelima koja priznaju civilizovani narodi.

Clan 8.

Pravo na postovanje privatnog i porodi¢nog Zivota

1. Svako ima pravo na postovanje svog privatnog i porodi¢nog zivota, doma i
prepiske.

2. Javne vlasti nece se mesati u vrSenje ovog prava sem ako to nije u skladu sa
zakonom i neophodno u demokratskom drustvu u interesu nacionalne

bezbednosti, javne bezbednosti ili ekonomske dobrobiti zemlje, radi sprecavanja

nereda ili kriminala, zastite zdravlja ili morala, ili radi zastite prava i sloboda
drugih.

Clan 9.

Sloboda misli, savesti i veroispovesti
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1. Svako ima pravo na slobodu misli, savesti i veroispovesti; ovo pravo ukljucuje
slobodu promene vere ili uverenja i slobodu ¢oveka da, bilo sam ili zajedno s

drugima, javno ili privatno, ispoljava veru ili uverenje molitvom, propovedi,
obic¢ajima i obredom.

2. Sloboda ispovedanja vere ili ubedenja moze biti podvrgnuta samo onim
ogranicenjima koja su propisana zakonom i neophodna u demokratskom drustvu

u interesu javne bezbednosti, radi zastite javnog reda, zdravlja ili morala, ili radi
zastite prava i sloboda drugih.

Clan 10.
Sloboda izrazavanja

1. Svako ima pravo na slobodu izrazavanja. Ovo pravo ukljuc¢uje slobodu
posedovanja sopstvenog misljenja, primanje i saopStavanje informacija i ideja bez
mesSanja javne vlasti i bez obzira na granice. Ovaj ¢lan ne spreCava drzave da
zahtevaju dozvole za rad televizijskih, radio i bioskopskih preduzeca.

2. Posto koriS¢enje ovih sloboda povlaci za sobom duznosti i odgovornosti, ono se
moze podvrgnuti formalnostima, uslovima, ogranic¢enjima ili kaznama propisanim
zakonom i neophodnim u demokratskom drustvu u interesu nacionalne
bezbednosti, teritorijalnog integriteta ili javne bezbednosti, radi spre¢avanja
nereda ili kriminala, zastite zdravlja ili morala, zastite ugleda ili prava drugih,
spreCavanja otkrivanja obavestenja dobijenih u poverenju, ili radi oc¢uvanja
autoriteta i nepristrasnosti sudstva.

Clan 11.
Sloboda okupljanja i udruzivanja
1. Svako ima pravo na slobodu mirnog okupljanja i slobodu udruzivanja s drugima,

ukljuc€ujuci pravo da osniva sindikat i u¢lanjuje se u njega radi zastite svojih
interesa.

2. Za vrSenje ovih prava nece se postavljati nikakva ograni¢enja, osim onih koja su
propisana zakonom i neophodna u demokratskom drustvu u interesu nacionalne
bezbednosti ili javne bezbednosti, radi spreCavanja nereda ili kriminala, zastite
zdravlja ili morala, ili radi zastite prava i sloboda drugih. Ovim se ¢lanom ne
spreCava zakonito ograni¢avanje vrSenja ovih prava pripadnicima oruzanih snaga,

policije ili drzavne uprave.
Clan 12.
Pravo na sklapanje braka

Muskarci i zene odgovarajuceg uzrasta imaju pravo da stupaju u brak i zasnivaju
porodicu u skladu s unutrasnjim zakonima koji ureduju vrSenje ovog prava.
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Clan 13.
Pravo na delotvorni pravni lek
Svako kome su povredena prava i slobode predvideni u ovoj Konvenciji ima pravo na
delotvoran pravni lek pred nacionalnim vlastima, bez obzira jesu li povredu izvrSila
lica koja su postupala u sluzbenom svojstvu.
Clan 14.
Zabrana diskriminacije
Uzivanje prava i sloboda predvidenih u ovoj Konvenciji obezbeduje se bez
diskriminacije po bilo kom osnovu, kao Sto su pol, rasa, boja koze, jezik,
veroispovest, politicko ili drugo misljenje, nacionalno ili socijalno poreklo, veza s
nekom nacionalnom manjinom, imovno stanje, rodenje ili drugi status.
Clan 15.
Odstupanje u vanrednim okolnostima
1. U doba rata ili druge javne opasnosti koja preti opstanku nacije, svaka Visoka
strana ugovornica moze da preduzme mere koje odstupaju od njenih obaveza po
ovoj Konvenciji, i to u najnuznijoj meri koju iziskuje hitnost situacije, s tim da
takve mere ne budu u neskladu s njenim drugim obavezama prema

medunarodnom pravu.

2. Prethodna odredba ne dopusta odstupanja od ¢lana 2. osim u pogledu smrti
prouzrokovane zakonitim ratnim postupcima, ili ¢lana 3, 4 (stav 1) i 7.

3. Svaka Visoka strana ugovornica koja koristi svoje pravo da odstupi od odredbi
Konvencije obavestava u potpunosti generalnog sekretara Saveta Evrope o
merama koje preduzima i razlozima za njih. Ona takode obavestava generalnog
sekretara Saveta Evrope kada takve mere prestanu da deluju i kada odredbe
Konvencije ponovo pocnu da se primenjuju u potpunosti.

Clan 16.
Ogranicenja politicke aktivnosti stranaca

Nijedna odredba ¢lanova 10, 11. i 14. nece se tumaciti tako da sprecava Visoke

strane ugovornice da ograni¢avaju politiCku delatnost stranaca.

Clan 17.

Zabrana zloupotrebe prava
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Nista u ovoj Konvenciji ne moze se tumaciti tako da podrazumeva pravo bilo koje
drzave, grupe ili lica da se upuste u neku delatnost ili izvrSe neki ¢in koji je usmeren
na ponistavanje bilo kog od navedenih prava i sloboda ili na njihovo ogranic¢avanje u
vecoj meri od one koja je predvidena Konvencijom.

Clan 18.

Granice koriséenja ogranic¢enja prava

Ogranic¢enja navedenih prava i sloboda koja su dozvoljena ovom Konvencijom nece
se primenjivati ni u koje druge svrhe sem onih zbog kojih su propisana.

Deo II

EVROPSKI SUD ZA LJUDSKA PRAVA

Clan 19.
Uspostavljanje Suda
Da bi se obezbedilo postovanje obaveza iz Konvencije i protokola uz nju koje su
prihvatile Visoke strane ugovornice, ustanovljava se Evropski sud za ljudska prava, u
daljem tekstu "Sud". Sud ¢e raditi kao stalni organ.
Clan 20.
Broj sudija

Sud se sastoji od onolikog broja sudija koliko je Visokih strana ugovornica.

Clan 21.
Uslovi za izbor

1. Sudije moraju imati visoki moralni ugled i posedovati kvalifikacije potrebne za
obavljanje visokih sudskih funkcija, odnosno biti priznati pravni stru¢njaci.

2. Sudije sluze u liénom svojstvu.

3. Tokom svog mandata sudije se ne mogu baviti poslovima koji su nespojivi s
njihovom nezavisnoscu, nepristrasnoscu ili zahtevima stalne sluzbe; sva pitanja u
vezi s primenom ovog stava resava Sud.

Clan 22.

Izbor sudija

42



. Za svaku stranu ugovornicu sudiju bira Parlamentarna skupstina vec¢inom glasova,
sa liste od tri kandidata koje doti¢na Visoka strana ugovornica predlozi.

. Isti postupak se primenjuje za popunu Suda u sluc¢aju pristupanja novih Visokih
strana ugovornica, kao i prilikom popunjavanja upraznjenih mesta.
Clan 23.
Trajanje mandata

. Sudije se biraju na period od Sest godina. Oni se mogu ponovo birati. Medutim,
mandat jedne polovine sudija izabranih na prvim izborima isti¢e posle tri godine.

. Sudije ¢iji mandat istiCe na kraju pocetnog trogodiSnjeg perioda Zrebom odreduje
generalni sekretar Saveta Evrope neposredno posle izbora.

. Da bi se obezbedilo da se, koliko je to moguce, mandat jedne polovine sudija
obnavlja svake tri godine, Parlamentarna skupstina moze pre svakih sledecih
izbora odluciti da mandat ili mandati jednog ili viSe sudija koji budu izabrani traju
duze ili krace od Sest godina, ali ne duze od devet i ne krace od tri godine.

. Kada je rec o viSe mandata, a Parlamentarna skupstina primenjuje prethodni stav,
generalni sekretar Saveta Evrope zrebom rasporeduje mandate neposredno posle
izbora.

. Sudija izabran na mesto sudije ¢iji mandat nije istekao obavlja duznost svog
prethodnika do okoncanja njegovog mandata.

. Sudiji istice mandat kada napuni sedamdeset godina Zivota.
. Sudije ostaju na duznosti dok ne budu zamenjeni. Medutim, oni nastavljaju da
rade na predmetima koje su vec uzeli u razmatranje.

Clan 24.

Razresenje

Sudija se ne moze razresiti svoje funkcije dok druge sudije ne odluce dvotrecinskom
vecinom da on viSe ne ispunjava potrebne uslove.

Clan 25.

Sekretarijat i strucni saradnici

Sud ima sekretarijat Cije se funkcije i organizacije odreduju Poslovnikom Suda. Sudu
pomazu strucni saradnici.

Clan 26.
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Opsta sednica Suda

Na opstoj sednici Sud:

a) bira predsednika i jednog ili dva potpredsednika Suda na period od tri godine;
oni se mogu ponovo birati;

b) ustanovljava veéa za odredeni vremenski period;
c) bira predsednika veéa Suda; oni se mogu ponovo birati;
d) usvaja poslovnik Suda; i

e) bira sekretara Suda i jednog ili viSe njegovih zamenika.

Clan 27.
Odbori, veéa i Veliko vece
1. Sud razmatra predmete u odborima od tri sudije, ve¢u od sedam sudija i u

Velikom vecu od sedamnaest sudija. Veca suda uspostavljaju odbore za odredeni
vremenski period.

2. Po sluzbenoj duznosti u sastav veéa i Velikog veéa ulazi sudija izabran sa liste
zainteresovane drzave ili, ako takvog nema ili nije u mogucnosti da ucestvuje u
radu, drugo lice po njenom izboru koje ¢e obavljati sudsku funkciju.

3. U sastav Velikog veca takode ulaze predsednik i potpredsednici Suda, predsednici
veca i druge sudije izabrane u skladu s poslovnikom Suda. Kada se predmet
iznese pred Veliko vece na osnovu Clana 43, sudije ¢lanovi veca koje je donelo
presudu ne mogu ucestvovati u radu Velikog veca, s izuzetkom predsednika veca i
sudije koji je izabran sa liste zainteresovane drzave.

Clan 28.
Izjave odbora o neprihvatljivosti

Odbor moze jednoglasnom odlukom da proglasi neprihvatljivom ili da skine s liste

predmeta pojedina¢nu predstavku podnetu na osnovu clana 34, ako se takva odluka

moze doneti bez daljeg ispitivanja. Ova odluka je konacna.
Clan 29.

Odluke vecéa o prihvatljivosti i sustini stvari

1. Ako nije doneta odluka iz ¢lana 28, vece odlucCuje o prihvatljivosti i sustini
pojedinacnih predstavki podnetih na osnovu ¢lana 34.

2. U sporovima oko nadleznosti odlucuje Sud.

Clan 33.
Medudrzavni sporovi
Svaka Visoka strana ugovornica moze ukazati Sudu na svaku povredu odredbi

Konvencije ili protokola uz nju za koju smatra da se moze pripisati nekoj drugoj
Visokoj strani ugovornici.

Clan 34.
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Pojedinacne predstavke
Sud moze da prima predstavke od svake osobe, nevladine organizacije ili grupe lica
koji tvrde da su zrtve povrede prava ustanovljenih Konvencijom ili protokolima uz
nju, ucinjene od strane neke Visoke strane ugovornice.

2. Spisi deponovani kod Sekretara dostupni su javnosti, sem kada predsednik Suda
odludi drukdije.
Clan 41.

Pravic¢no zadovoljenje
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Kada Sud utvrdi prekrsaj Konvencije ili protokola uz nju, a unutrasnje pravo Visoke
strane ugovornice u pitanju omogucava samo delimi¢nu odstetu, Sud ¢e, ako je to
potrebno, pruziti pravi¢no zadovoljenje ostecenoj stranci.

1. Savetodavna misljenja Suda se obrazlazu.

2. Ako savetodavno misljenje u celosti ili jednom svom delu ne predstavlja
jednoglasno misljenje sudija, svaki sudija ima pravo da iznese izdvojeno

misljenje.

3. Savetodavna misljenja Suda dostavljaju se Komitetu ministara.

Clan 50.
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Troskovi Suda

Troskove Suda snosi Savet Evrope.

Clan 51.
Privilegije i imuniteti sudija

Tokom vrsenja svoje funkcije sudije uZivaju privilegije i imunitete predvidene ¢lanom
40. Statuta Saveta Evrope i sporazumima donetim na osnovu njega.

Deo III

OSTALE ODREDBE

Clan 52.
Obavestenja generalnom sekretaru

Po prijemu zahteva od generalnog sekretara Saveta Evrope, svaka Visoka strana
ugovornica pruzi¢e objasnjenje o nacinu na koji njeno unutrasnje pravo obezbeduje
stvarnu primenu svih odredaba ove Konvencije.

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deklaracijama kako bi neki spor koji proizlazi iz tumacenja ili primene ove Konvencije
putem predstavke podnele da se resava nekim drugim nacinom, a ne onima koji su
predvideni ovom Konvencijom.

Teritorijalna primena

Pravo na obrazovanje

nastavu koji su u skladu s njihovim verskim i filozofskim uverenjima.

Clan 3.

Pravo na slobodne izbore

Visoke strane ugovornice se obavezuju da u primerenim vremenskim razmacima
odrzavaju slobodne izbore s tajnim glasanjem, pod uslovima koji obezbeduju
slobodno izrazavanje misljenja naroda pri izboru zakonodavnih tela.

Strazbur, 16. septembra 1963. godine

Clan 5.
Teritorijalna primena

svako doba posle toga, dostaviti generalnom sekretaru Saveta Evrope izjavu o
tome u kom obimu prihvata da se odredbe ovog Protokola primenjuju na
teritorijama za Cije je medunarodne odnose odgovorna, a koje je oznacila u izjavi.

25/94, 29/94,
38/96, 48/99), koji ureduju postupak pred prekrsajnim organima.

3. Pravo na javnu raspravu predvideno ¢lanom 6. stav 1. Konvencije nece uticati na
primenu nacela da u upravnim sporovima sudovi u Srbiji, po pravilu, ne odrzavaju
javne rasprave. Pomenuto nacelo sadrzano je u ¢lanu 32. Zakona o upravnim
sporovima ("Sluzbeni list SRJ", br. 46/96) u Republici Srbiji.

4. Odredbe c¢lana 13. nece se primenjivati u pogledu pravnih lekova koji su u

nadleznosti Suda Srbije i Crne Gore, sve dok taj Sud ne poc¢ne s radom, u skladu
sa ¢l. 46-50. Ustavne povelje.
